CONSTITUTION FOR

W4UVA: THE AMATEUR RADIO CLUB 

AT THE UNIVERSITY OF VIRGINIA

Article I: NAME.

The name of this organization shall be "W4UVA: The Amateur Radio Club at the University of Virginia" (also known as "W4UVA",  "the Amateur Radio Club", and "ARC at UVA").

Article II: PURPOSE.

The purpose of the Amateur Radio Club is to promote interest in Amateur Radio at the University of Virginia, as well as to provide public service and emergency communications to the University community.

Article III: MEMBERSHIP.

Membership to the Amateur Radio Club shall be open to all students at the University of Virginia, undergraduate and graduate. Members are encouraged, however, to obtain an Amateur Radio license from the Federal Communications Commission as soon as possible, as many club activities will require an Amateur Radio license for full participation.

Article IV: OFFICERS.

Section 1. President.

The president shall be the primary executive officer for the Amateur Radio Club, and shall be responsible for the day-to-day operations of the club.

Section 2. Vice President

The vice president shall be responsible for assisting the president of the Amateur Radio Club to discharge his/her duties.

Section 3. Treasurer

The treasurer shall be responsible for handing all matters relating to the financial assets of the Amateur Radio Club, including expenditures, dues, and fundraising.

Section 4. Secretary

The secretary shall be responsible for keeping the minutes at all meeting of the Amateur Radio Club, as well as handling all matters related to informing members and the general public about the activities of the Amateur Radio Club.

Article V: ELECTIONS.

Officers shall be elected annually, at the first meeting in April of the club. The candidate receiving a majority of the vote of the general body of the club shall be deemed the winner in each race. If there is no candidate with a majority of the vote, the top two candidates shall face each other in a run-off election.

An officer can be removed from office by a two-thirds vote of the general body of the club.

Article VI: MEETINGS.

The Amateur Radio Club shall meet twice a month, at dates to be determined by the club officers throughout the year. The frequency of these meetings can be changed throughout the year by the club officers to accommodate special sessions and events.

Article VII: FINANCE.

Section 1. Dues

Dues shall be required of each member, with the amount to be decided by the club officers at the first meeting of the year.

Section 2. Fundraising

It shall be the responsibility of the Treasurer to manage all fundraising activities by the club.

Section 3. Expenditures

Any purchase to be made by the club, using either self-generated or SAF funds shall require a vote of the student members of the general body of the club. A majority vote shall be required to proceed with any expenditure of funds.

Article VIII. AMENDMENTS AND BY-LAWS.

Amendments to the constitution of the Amateur Radio Club shall require that two-thirds of the general body of the club pass such an amendment.

By-laws of the club shall be passed by a majority vote of the general body of the club.
